Please can you ensure your child complies with the following key points in accordance with the uniform policy
agreed by the Governing Body:

e Footwear - students must not wear canvass style pumps, boots or trainers. Shoes must be
polishable and a traditional style

e Skirts - students must not wear denim, tight fitting, skin-tight, pencil, tube-like skirt. No splits. Skirts
must be knee length

e Trousers - the following styles are not permitted: bootcut, flare, drainpipe, skinny, cargo, jeans,
leggings, jeggings, chino and cropped calf length/ankle grazers.

e Socks - the following sock styles are not permitted: trainer style, knee high or over the knee socks

e No hoodies

e The following items are not permitted: false nails or eyelashes, facial piercings, necklaces, rings,
bracelets or heavy makeup or nail varnish

e Earrings - only a single stud in each ear lobe is permitted on health and safety grounds
